Academic Transfer of Credits
Selected students will need to take a minimum of two mandatory selected courses during the exchange program and participate in a directed case study in a civil society organization through the host university.  Additional courses can be taken at the discretion of the student.

We will consider applicants from a wide variety of academic disciplines; however your academic advisor must approve the courses in advance to ensure transfer of credits to your degree.  If you cannot have credits transferred towards your home degree, unfortunately you will not be eligible to participate in the exchange program.  The course syllabus will be available in early autumn; the subject matter for the two mandatory courses will be case study research and nonprofit/civil society.  Note that approval from your academic advisor on credit transfer is only required upon selection.

Costs and Financial Support
Selected students will receive a $3,500 stipend intended to offset costs incurred by traveling and living abroad, note this stipend is not intended to cover your tuition or all of your travel expenses.  During your time abroad, you will be responsible for costs related to but not limited to:  room and board (host universities will provide assistance in finding accommodation but ultimately it is your responsibility); health insurance; passport renewal and visa costs; where applicable; textbooks, transportation to and from the host university campus; and any personal expenses.
